TRIFELS CASTLE
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THE MOST POWERFUL CASTLE OF THE STAUFERS

Between 1088 and 1330, Trifels Impe-
rial Castle was one of the most im-
portant centres of power under the
Staufers and Salier dynasties. The im-
perial regalia, such as the crown,
sceptre and orb, were kept here.

The castle also served as a prison. Its
most famous prisoner was King
Richard the Lionheart of England.
